Appearance Boys Years 7 - 11 : ‘Look smart and think smart’ is our motto. 
Uniform should be worn with pride for the reason that everyone has the same smart appearance and celebrates belonging to the same school. We are on a very open site where members of the public see us each and every day and the clothes we wear should enhance that professional appearance. Our uniform should be impeccable also when representing our school at outside fixtures and events.
Uniform :

The school uniform for boys in Years 7-11 is available from the school suppliers and comprises plain black or grey trousers and white shirt with house tie, navy v-necked sweater and navy blazer. Boys are advised to buy their uniform from the school outfitters as directed on their website. 
Blazers should always be worn around the school, in chapel and in lessons.

For special occasions such as Friday chapel first team players may wear their sports blazers in advance of fixtures at the weekend. This is by special permission of the Headmaster.

Uniform should be worn from 8am ( breakfast ) until 5pm and during study leave when coming into school or attending revision sessions even as a boarder.





Shoes

Shoes should be plain black with a good non-slippery sole. 





Hair :

Hair should be worn above the collar and be a smart short cut. If boys present at school with dyed hair or highlights they may be asked to have them corrected as this is not permitted in term-time in Years 7-11.Similarly we do not permit hair which is spikey or worn over the eyes it as it detracts from the professional look of the uniform.




Jewellery :

Boys are not permitted to wear any earrings at school. Watches and a single charity band are permitted but please do not wear jewellery which is worth huge amounts of money in case it is lost or damaged during the school day. Similarly we do not permit Links bracelets.




Sports’ kit :

If pupils are training after 5pm then clean sports’ kit including track suit bottoms should be worn to tea. Shorts should only be worn to meals or lessons if under clean navy track suit bottoms.
Hoodies are not permitted as any part of the uniform during the school day including sports’ wear. The only exception to this is in severe winter conditions when given permission by the Headmaster. In cold weather a plain black or navy coat may be worn.
Boarders may attend tea in their own clothes.
