Appearance for 6th form girls : ‘Look smart and think smart’ is our motto.

All 6th form should present themselves in a smart crisp business-like fashion and should be aware that the standards of appearance they set will serve as a model for younger pupils.
Uniform :

The school uniform for 6th form girls is a plain navy suit with an A-line skirt which reaches to the knee. Suit trousers can also be purchased from the School Supplier. This should be worn with a white open-necked blouse, v-necked sweater and house, Monitor or colours tie pins. Uniform should be worn from 8am ( breakfast ) until 5pm and during study leave when coming into school or attending revision sessions even as a boarder.

We do not permit any black, grey or pinstripe suits as uniform. 6th form girls are permitted to wear their own suits for Cathedral services and special events. It may be helpful to have a smart cocktail dress or skirt and blouse for the 6th form dinner in the Christmas term. Jackets should always be worn for formal events in Church and at House Suppers.

For special occasions such as Friday chapel the senior rowers are permitted to wear their cream and green blazers in advance of fixtures at the weekend. This is by special permission of the Headmaster.





Hair :
Subtle highlights are permitted but we discourage brightly bleached or dyed hair or a hair-cut which interferes with the corporate look of the uniform. Above all, girls should think about the image their appearance portrays both for the School and themselves.




Jewellery :

Small pearl, silver or gold earrings are permitted. A watch and simple bracelet are permitted if desired but please do not wear highly expensive jewellery such as Links or Pandora which can be lost or damaged.





Further notes :

If pupils are training after 5pm then clean sports’ kit including track suit bottoms should be worn to tea. Girls of any age should wear tracksuit bottoms over their skorts when moving around the school at any time and shoulders should always be covered.
Hoodies are not permitted as any part of the uniform during the school day including sports’ wear. The only exception to this is in severe winter conditions when given permission by the Headmaster.

Boarders may attend tea in their own clothes.
