Appearance Girls Years 7 - 11 : ‘Look smart and think smart’ is our motto. 

Uniform should be worn with pride for the reason that everyone has the same smart appearance and celebrates belonging to the same school. We are on a very open site where members of the public see us each and every day and the clothes we wear should enhance that professional appearance. Our uniform should be impeccable also when representing our school at outside fixtures and events.
Uniform :
The school uniform for girls in Years 7-11 is available from the school suppliers and comprises a plain navy A-line pleated skirt and white blouse with blue or green spragg, navy v-necked sweater and navy blazer. House or school colours may be worn on the blazer lapel. Girls are advised to buy their uniform from the school outfitters as directed on their website. 
Blazers should always be worn around the school, in chapel and in lessons.

For special occasions such as Friday chapel first team players may wear their sports’ blazers in advance of fixtures at the weekend. This is by special permission of the Headmaster.

Uniform should be worn from 8am ( breakfast ) until 5pm and during study leave when coming into school or attending revision sessions even as a boarder.





Jewellery:

Girls below the 6th form are permitted to wear one pair of plain gold or silver studs and a watch. No other jewellery is permitted and you will be asked to remove it if you wear it to school.




Shoes:
Shoes should be a plain black flat pump or t-bar shoe with a good sole. We do not permit stiletto heels, kitten heels or high heeled shoes because of the risk of slipping on chapel steps or on the laminate flooring in houses. A slight heel may be worn by seniors ( yrs 10-11) at the discretion of the Housemistress but the heel should be no more than two inches.





Hair :

Hair should be either to the collar or be able to be tied back for work in labs and for sport. Dyed hair, including highlighted hair, is nor permitted below the Sixth Form.




Make-up and nail varnish:

Make-up ( including fake tan) and nail polish are not permitted below the Sixth Form. False nails are not permitted owing to the risk of injury during sport.



Sports Kit:

When wearing kit around the school site, girls’ shoulders and legs should be covered by regulation Games tops and tracksuit bottoms.
Hoodies are not permitted as any part of the uniform during the school day including sports’ wear. The only exception to this is in severe winter conditions when given permission by the Headmaster. 
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
